Vereins- und Straßenfeste stellen im zwischenmenschlichen Zusammenleben einen wichtigen Kontaktpunkt 
dar und sind begrüßenswert und erwünscht. 
Um Lebensmittelinfektionen vorzubeugen sind jedoch Mindeststandards einzuhalten, die inzwischen europa-
weit vorgeschrieben sind. 

Die Betriebsstätten bzw. Verkaufsstände müssen so gelegen sein, dass eine nachteilige  
Beeinflussung der Lebensmittel insbesondere durch Staub, Gerüche, Verunreinigungen und 
Insekten vermieden wird. Der Standplatz muss befestigt sein. 

Grundsätzlich müssen Verkaufseinrichtungen: 

1. allseitig bis auf den offenen Teil der Verkaufsseite von Wänden, Decken und erforderlichenfalls
